Section 504 Annual Notice

In accordance with the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, commonly known as Section 504, Blue
Valley School District prohibits discrimination against any person with a disability. Blue Valley
shall provide a free appropriate public education to every child who resides in the School District
regardless of the nature or severity of a disability. The School District has specific
responsibilities under the Act, which include the responsibility to identify, evaluate, and if
determined to be eligible under Section 504, to afford access to appropriate educational services.
